The water
release is the result of testing and cleaning of the pipes, pumps and tanks that will deliver the city’s new Vista
Ridge water supply. The 142-mile pipeline is scheduled to come on line in April and supply up to 20 percent of San
Antonio’s water for the next 50 years.
